Contest Rules & Regulations

The round bale contest is open to all Jr. Fair Organizations.

Contest will be limited to 12 clubs. Clubs will be selected on a first come, first serve basis.
Clubs will be notified by phone or email if they are selected.

Each participating organization will be provided with 1 round bale to decorate. In addition,
each entry may use a maximum of 5 small rectangular bales — which entrant must supply- to
add as feet, props, or decorations of the round bale.

Round bales can be placed on their side or standing on end.

Entry must stay within an 8ft x 8ft space.

Latex paint may be used on the bale. NO oil based or toxic materials can be used.
Decorations should be weatherproof and windproof.

Commercial signage, advertisements, or political party signs are NOT permitted.

The Wood County Agricultural Society will not be responsible for lost, stolen, or damaged
property.

Clubs should include a sign with their club’s name.

Clubs will be assigned a bale location by the Wood County Agricultural Society.
Decorations must be of a good, clean, wholesome nature, fitting the overall atmosphere of
the fair. No vulgar or suggestive decorations will be allowed.

Round bales will be available to decorate on the fairgrounds July 20th — July 26th.

Bales will be judged on July 27th.

The winning club will earn a pizza party!

If selected to participate, clubs must remove decorations on Sunday, August 4 starting at
6pm. Anything not removed by Monday, August 5t will be discarded.

Our club is aware of and agree to the rules and regulations stated above. We accept that
our entry could be removed if deemed unsafe or inappropriate by the Wood County
Agricultural Society.
